FORMAT & PENALTIES FOR ALL CLASSES 

• Competitors will jump a course of show jumps, followed by a course 

of cross country jumps  

• The course will consist of no more than 20 jumping efforts in total 

• The whole course will be timed; the winner in each class will be the 

competitor with the least faults overall closest to the optimum time 

The optimum time will be set at 325m per minute for the 60cm & 70cm 

classes, and 350m per minute for the 80cm & 90cm classes

 Knockdown    4 penalties 

 1st refusal    4 penalties 

 2nd refusal    8 penalties 

 3rd refusal    elimination 

 Fall of horse or rider  elimination 

  

XC Penalties 

 Knockdown    4 penalties 

 1st refusal    5 penalties 

 2nd refusal at same fence            10 penalties 

 3rd refusal at same fence  elimination 

 4th cumulative refusal in XC elimination 

 Fall of horse or rider  elimination

amalgamate or change any class

5. Outside assistance of any kind is not allowed except in catching loose horses and assisting  

in re-mounting 
6. No horse may compete more than once in any class and twice on the day 
7. No stop watch or recording device is permitted (e.g. head/bridle camera)
